Hale Mahaholokai 

Located near the summit of Mauna 
Kapu (15 min from Camp) this cabin 
offers commanding views of West Oahu 
at your door step. Mahaholokai features 
1 bedroom, 1 bathroom, a fully 
equipped kitchen, a large living/dining 
area, a fireplace, and a large lanai and 
lawn area. This cabin comfortably 
sleeps 5-8 people with one queen bed, 
one queen futon, one bunk bed, and 
two queen futons.

Self-Guided Hikes: 
 

-Nānākuli Overlook 
-WWII Bunkers 

Camp Pālehua now allows self-guided 
hiking trail access to individuals/groups. 
There are two trail options, with both 
trails being clearly marked and easy for 
hikers to follow on their own. The 
Nānākuli Overlook hike is about 2 miles 
roundtrip, approx. 2 hours total, 
featuring beautiful views of Nānākuli 
Valley. The WWII Bunker hike is about 
4 miles roundtrip, approx. 3 hours total, 
and lands hikers on top of an old 
bunker overlooking Diamond Head all 
the way around to Makaha.
